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Capital Improvements for the Park

One of the focusds of the dQ@Qurrent board throughout this
year has been on major capital improvements needed

for the park, chief among them the need to update and

repair the parks drainage system, which is deteriorat-

ing rapidly. The board feels that this is a priority that

needs to be planned for no given itods deteriorating
state. This is no small project. It requires mapping

and architectural drawings, and will require lifting and

replacing some of the blacktop and playing field. Pre-

liminary investigations suggest that this project could

cost upwards of $400,000 to complete. Led by Ciaran

Staunton, the board has been looking at ways to cover

this cost, from fundraising to both public and private

donations. While some funds have been promised, we

are still a long way from having the funds needed to

properly undertake this project. The board will con-

tinue to seek out ways to fund this necessary expense

and invite both suggestions and expertise from park

members to make the updates needed to the park.
