Over the past year there has been a lot of work done to 

help maintain the many beautiful trees situated through-

out the park.  Dorothy Cavallo sought out the help of a 

Brooklyn based company, Urban Arborists, who were 

brought in to do an assessment of the park trees.  Last 

spring they spent a day in the park pruning the trees.  In 

January they returned to remove two trees from the park 

which had died  One was located close to the 50th Street 

gate, and the second, a large Mulberry, was in the front 

garden on the right as you walk down the path to the 

park gate.
